Some things we’ve been up to

Where to start...  We’ve been here for six weeks 
and I can’t even begin to tell you all of the 
things we have experienced.  For example, we 
went to the hospital and delivered bags full of 
useful items to new mothers.  The moms were 
so happy and the babies were extremely 

lovable.  We were amazed to find out that the 
babies had been delivered less than a few 
hours prior to our arrival.  

On a side note, the newborns and their 
mothers are kept in the same rooms with all of 
the sick people in the hospital.  It was truly a 
bitter/sweet sight being so close to birth and 
death all at the same time.

We also spent time serving food at a Saturday 
service for children.  About 170 kids showed 
up with 35 mothers.  They had a service of 
singing, learning, and playing, after which, we 
served hotdogs and cookies.  We also handed 
out rice, beans, and macaroni to the mothers 
that showed up.

From there we identified and met with nine 
families in need of a house, many of which will 
receive one in Oct or Nov.  It is a humbling 
experience going to someone’s shelter and 
asking if we can build them a house.  Please 
pray that our selection is of God’s guidance, 
and not based on favoritism or our biases.  

Future plans

Asking what the future holds is a futile attempt 
to predicting the obviously unknown.  We are 

happy to have plans with the understanding 
that all things can, and probably will, change.  
This next month we are excited to build five 
houses for families that are in desperate need.  

We also hope to approach the city and ask for 
land to be donated for us to begin building our 
community.
